THE BEATRICE DAVIS EDITORIAL FELLOWSHIP 2011/2012 WINNER

The Literature Board of the Australia Council and the Australian Publishers Association are pleased to announce that Jane Morrow is the winner of the 2011/12 Beatrice Davis Editorial Fellowship. The Fellowship was announced at the Sydney Writers’ Festival on 19 May, during a session on the Art of Editing called Cracking the Code chaired by author Matthew Condon.

Jane is the twelfth recipient of the Fellowship and was an outstanding applicant.  She has twelve years’ editorial experience specialising in illustrated non-fiction, working for Penguin (on Lantern, Viking and Penguin lists), Elwin Street (London) and HarperCollins.  Jane’s research will concentrate on adaptations in digital publishing, especially in the field of illustrated books.  The Fellowship will enable Jane to spend three months in the USA in both multinational and smaller publishing houses and with a literary agency to research how US editors of illustrated books adapt their practices to publish digitally as well as in traditional print form.

The Beatrice Davis Editorial Fellowship is named after the distinguished Australian literary editor and honours her contribution to Australian letters. The Fellowship aims to recognise and reward editors for their contribution to Australian writing and publishing.
